3 common lizards were also seen.

None of the plants recorded above are rare, but several are of some
interest. Vulpia myuros is a scarce grass of dry, usually acidic
habitats. It is more often found in artificial habitats, such as railway
beds, than in semi-natural grassland. Cerastium semidecandrum is also a
scarce plant, found on poor, free draining soils irrespective of their
pH. Lathyrus montanus is a locally scarce plant of fairly rich acidic
soils. Valerianella locusta is an uncommon species (ie more common than
scarce) found on walls and on very thin soils, as on Troopers Hill.
Trifolium micranthum is also uncommon locally, as it is restricted to
acid soils, but it is common where these occur. The Hieracium may well
be a good record. As a group they are quite uncommon locally and this
did not look like the most widespread species in Bristol. Unfortunately
they are impossible to identify.

Appendix: 3 Guidelines for monitoring

Objective 1a - Map and survey heath and grassland communities

In year one of the management plan it will be necessary to collect base-line information
about the extent and quality of the grass and heath communities. Using an experienced
surveyor, the extent of the communities should be recorded and the species complement of

each compartment recorded. The National Vegetation Classification (NVC) should be used

to describe the plant communities present.

Objective 1b and 1d - Monitor trends in plant communities.

It is recommended that photographic recording be used to monitor trends in the plant
communities on Troopers Hill in subsequent years. The advantages of photographic
monitoring are:

a.  if used properly, there is little scope for subjectivity;

b. it is a quick and easy form of recording;

c. it can be undertaken by volunteers; and

d. it is a useful method in generating broad indications of change.

A system recommended by the Nature Conservancy Council (now English Nature) is given

below.



a. install a series of pairs of low markers (metal or wooden pegs are suitable), each pair

representing a transect through a defined plant community.

b.  set up a camera on a tripod, centre over a marker with the lens a standard height

above the ground.

c.  measure a standard distance from the marker towards the next marker and plant a

ranging pole upright at that point.

d. aim the camera upon the mid point of the ranging pole, take two photographs. Repeat

using different markers and transects.
